ENGLISH PRAYER POINTS

We hope these points provide a helpful focus
and shape to your prayer time from home.

For Jesus’ Life, Death, & Resurrection

Read John 14

e Praise the Father for sending his one and
only Son to us.

e Praise the Son for coming to us, for his
life and his teaching, for his death and
his resurrection for us.

e Praise the Spirit, who is with us forever,
and reminds us of what Jesus has taught.

e Thank God for the way he has revealed
himself to us in Jesus, and the signs
given so that we might believe in him.

e Praise God for seeking us out while we
were in darkness, and sending us the
Light of the world.

e Praise God for Jesus’ faithfulness
obeying the will of the Father in life and
in death.

e Praise God for Jesus’ death on the cross
for us, taking on our sin and judgement.

e Praise God that Jesus’ death defeats the
power of sin and death, so that we can
be assured of God’s forgiveness, our
place in God’s family, and our salvation
because of what Jesus has achieved.

e Give thanks that Jesus is the resurrection
and the life, and that in Christ, we too
will be raised to eternal life with him.

e Praise God that Jesus is returning, and
will usher in New Creation.

e Praise God that Jesus is risen! Praise our
Saviour Jesus Christ who is exalted and
reigns at the right hand of the Father.

For Our Response to the Gospel
Read John 15

e That we would believe in Jesus, and have
life in his name.

e That we would remain in Christ, in every
season of life, in joys and sorrows.

e That we would humbly recognise the
weight of our sin and our great need for
a Saviour.

e That we would with gratitude and
confidence rely on the forgiveness Jesus
offers us, through his death.

e That daily we would take up our cross
and follow Jesus. That our lives and
priorities would be directed by God.

e That if we stray, that we would know
Jesus’ tender welcome and forgiveness,
as he seeks and welcomes his sheep.

e For those in our families and our friends
who don't yet know the love of God, that
they would turn and believe in Jesus.

e That we would love the Lord by obeying
his teaching and his commands.

e That we would love one another, as
Christ has loved us.

e That we would be steadfast in hostility
and persecution, depending on the
strength and comfort Jesus provides.
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e That we would be faithful witnesses to
the good news of Jesus to all those on
our frontlines - to all those we encounter
as we live, work, study, play, and shop.

For Our Church
Read John 16

e That God would be at work as we seek to
take our part in his mission to make,
mature, and multiply disciples of Jesus.

e That this Easter many will be
strengthened in belief, come to believe,
and return to belief in Jesus Christ.

e That all we do as Christ’s body, as the
gathered church, would bring God glory.

e For spiritual protection for our church.

e That all our Easter Services in
Toowoomba, Brisbane, and online would
glorify God and witness to the goodness
of Jesus’ death and resurrection.

e For those preparing for baptism and
reaffirmation, that they would be
strengthened in their trust in the Lord,
that as a community we would
encourage them in following Jesus daily,
and God would use their witness to draw
others to himself.

e For the Lord to strengthen, equip and
encourage all who serve across Easter.

e That how we love each other as a church
would be a witness to Christ’s love for us.

e That we would be courageous in inviting
others to hear the good news of Jesus,
and ready to welcome those seeking.

e For our mission partners, for their
gospel witness in Gabbinbar State
School, Middle Ridge State School, and
Centenerary Heights State High School;
for the Langmead family serving in

Lightning Ridge as part of Bush Church
Aid; for the partners of Anglican
Overseas Aid; and for the Ethnic
Congregations supported by Bishop
Daniel in the Diocese of Brisbane.

For the World & Persecuted Church
Read John 17

e For safety and protection from attacks
for Christians as they gather together to
celebrate Easter.

e For abounding joy in Christ this Easter,
for those for whom it is too dangerous to
gather with others or share their faith.

e For the good news of Jesus’ life, death,
and resurrection to sustain and give
lasting hope to the persecuted church.

e For strength to endure pain and the
pressure of persecution for their faith.

e For God to provide for the needs of those
enduring in regions of war, for those
displaced and isolated, hungry and
homeless.

e For protection for workers supporting
local believers, providing medical
support, and providing aid.

e For the Gospel to advance throughout
the world and break into communities
and regions who have not yet heard of
the name of Jesus.

e For the boldness of Christians to share
their faith with their family.

e For God’s justice and mercy to reign on
the earth. For an end to violence and
suffering, and restoration of
communities destroyed by hatred.

e For leaders who are inflicting suffering
and evil to come to repentance and faith
in Christ.
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
